MARVELOUS MATHEMATICS: 


Unit 1 Patterns & Relationships


Patterns and Relationships will be our focus for the month of September.  Patterns are an integral part of mathematics. Not only do young children enjoy exploring patterns, they develop important critical and creative thinking skills needed for understanding other mathematical concepts in areas such as Geometry and alegebra. Children will describe, extend, compare, and create repeating patterns. 


SCIENCE: Exploring Liquids


Students will be describing properties of water and other liquids and recognizing the importance of water to living and non-living things.  Students will be experimenting with liquids to see how liquids can change, investigating flow rates, and observing liquid interaction with a variety of materials. Students learn that water is out most important liquid, and that it is essential to life.
